Proper Tennis Attire Guidelines

Proper tennis attire is required and consists of proper tennis sneakers and tennis
clothing. Proper tennis attire is that which is designed especially for tennis.
Gentlemen must wear shirts with sleeves. Warm-ups and sweat shirts are allowed
in colder weather.

Court Reservations

e Reservations for a court may be made no more than 1 week in
advance

e At the time of making a reservation, the Member must give the Club
the names of all players, including guests, who will be playing

® One and a half hours of court time are allowed for singles and
doubles play

e |f players fail to appear within ten minutes of the reserved time, the
court reservation will be forfeited

Registration for Play

Members, family and guests are required to register at the Tennis Pro Shop prior
to play. Tennis players will be advised as to court assignments upon registration.

Prohibited Activities
e Glass containers are prohibited on the tennis courts

e Trashis to be placed in the provided containers

e Smoking is prohibited on the courts

e No game other than tennis is to be played on the courts

e Excessive noise, racquet throwing, and profanity is strictly forbidden.
e Cell phones must remain off or on vibrate while on courts
